1. Round 2 Project Completion Report: 

The final narrative report of the NOREC, Round 2 project has been preparing by Chanda Shrestha, the report will be completed and sent to Prochesta by 27th March.2021.

DHRC-Nepal's finance team is preparing the financial report of the NOREC, Round 2 project. The final financial report will be completed and sent to Prochesta by 25th March, followed by the Audit Report till 27th March.

2. Staffs status/recruitment of DHRC-Nepal:

For the round 3, the one staff (Sashi Shrestha) from the 2nd round will continue and another staff will be appointed within 2 weeks.

3. Work plan and progress report:

For the implementation of the Round 3 project, DHRC-Nepal has got the approval from Ward and Municipality level and applied will all proper documents to Social Welfare Council (SWC) for approval. So, it is in process of Approval from SWC.

DHRC-Nepal has already prepared the Annual Action Plan for the implementation of the Round 3 Project. It has been previously shared with Prochesta.

DHRC-Nepal has been coordinating with school teachers through telephone and preparing for filed visit to select the 5 additional schools to replicate learning from the Round 1 and 2.

For the cultural exchange of the both countries from Sashi Shrestha has been chosen and from Bangaldesh Kaniz E Fatima Khan has been chosen.
7. Covid updates:
Regarding, Covid Updated of Nepal there are no deaths counted in last 24 hours. But the new cases were identifies in 57 people. Covid updates of Bangladesh:
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Bangladesh logs zero Covid death in 24 hrs (15 Mar 2022). The number of detected novel coronavirus cases in the country, according to the government, rose to 1,949,942 on Tuesday as 217 more cases were reported, after testing 14,049 samples, including rapid antigen tests, in the last 24 hours.

The number of total deaths as of Tuesday stands at 29,112, according to the press release of the Directorate General of Health Services (DGHS). The rate of detection in the last 24 hours until 8:00am was 1.54 per cent while the overall rate of detection of infected cases in Bangladesh as of Tuesday stands at 14.27 per cent. The health directorate Tuesday said a total of 1,600 people recovered from the highly infectious disease in the last 24 hours, taking the number of total recovery to 1,864,408.

In the last 24 hours worldwide affected status is:

1. South Korea: Affected 3 lakhs 62 thousands 293, death- 293.

2. Rasisa: Affected 36 thousands 678 death-558.

3. USA: Affected 24,499; death-901

4. Germany: Affected 2,25,387; death: 287

5. Brazil: Affected 50078, death:323

6. India: Affected 2584; death: 98.
