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Based on the needs and demands of the program, the 2nd meeting of the NOREC Round 3 project was held where the following issues were discussed with the participation of all NOREC and DHRC-Nepal staff members. The basic agenda of the meeting were: 

Agenda:
1. Error in budget breakdown of round II
2. COVID updates

Discussion and decision are as follows:


1. Error in the budget breakdown of round II
During the report preparation of round II, DHRC came across the error in the budget breakdown which exceeds $839. DHRC shared with Prochesta regarding this and DHRC was seeking for prochesta consultation whether to keep the exceed amount as DHRC contribution or just manage the report without showing the contribution. Prochesta shared having similar error in their portion of break down as well and suggested not to include the exceed amount as that has not been committed by NOREC.

2. COVID updates: 
a. Bangladesh update

Bangladesh records 81 virus cases in a day, 1 death, bdnews24.com Published: 28 March 2022 04:49 PM BdST Updated: 28 Mar 2022 04:49 PM BdST. Bangladesh has registered 81 new cases of COVID-19 in a day, taking the total caseload from the disease to 1,951,363.

The government recorded another death related to the disease, raising the total toll to 29,119, according to the latest data released on Monday. As many as 9,397 samples were tested across the country, for a positivity rate of 0.86 percent.

Among the eight divisions, Dhaka recorded most of the cases, with 71 infections.
Another 993 people recovered from the illness nationwide, bringing the total number of recoveries to 1,878,797. The latest figures put the recovery rate at 96.28 percent and the mortality rate at 1.49 percent.
Globally, over 480.95 million people have been infected by the novel coronavirus and 6.12 million have died, according to a tally by Johns Hopkins University. Infections have been reported in more than 210 countries and territories since the first cases were identified in China in December 2019.

b.  Updates from Nepal
· No government restriction on mass gather. 
· All sector as such school, college, hospital, offices, restaurants, supermarkets are open for the public
· As of 28 March 2022, Nepal have no death case, new infected cases is 15.
